This documentwasthenpresentedo the
OAU summitsin 1991,1992,and1993,but no actionwastaken. It wasresurrectect the endof thedecade,
and the 2000 OAU summit in Lome approved the CSSI3Gkmn Declaration.

Intergovernmental Authority on Development (IGAD)

¥IGAD evolvedout of the Intergovernmentalhuthority on Droughtand Developmen{IGADD), which was
formedin 1986but neverqualikedfor MTOPS. The sevenmembersf IGADD (Djibouti, Ethiopia,Kenya,
Somalia,Sudan,Uganda,andEritrea) signedthe AgreementEstablishingthe Inter-GovernmentaRuthority

on Development(IGAD) in Nairobi on 21 March 1996, replacinglGADD with a new organizationwith

broader goals of expanded regional cooperation.

¥|GAD's foundingtreatydoesnot quite qualify for MTOPS. It hasa numberof statementsboutthe goal of

peace jncluding the preamble("...Inspiredby the noble purposeof promotingpeace securityand stability,

andeliminatingthe sourcef confict aswell aspreventingandresolvingconficts in the sub-region..."and
Article 7'sdiscussiornof aimsand objectives("(g) Promotepeaceand stability in the sub-regionand create
mechanismswithin the sub-regionfor the prevention,managemenéand resolutionof inter and intra-State
conficts throughdialogue.”)

(CEWARN) nor the standby brigade (EASBRIG) comes with any masdttlement provisions, though.

New Partnership for Africa's Development (NEFAD)

¥Thisis anAfrican Union programfor economicdevelopment. it wasadoptedat the OAU Summitin July
2001, meming two earlier efforts (the Millennium Partnershigior the African RecoveryProgramand the
OMEGA Plan). Its main objectivesconcernthe promotionof accelerateénd sustainablalevelopmentthe
eradicationof widespreadand severepoverty endingthe maiginalization of Africa in globalization,and
acceleratinghe empowermenbf women. The 2001 NEPAD documentcallsin generaltermsfor peacein
the region as being importantfor developmentput it doesnot containany specike obligationsto settle
disputes peacefully that would qualify for the ®IFS data set.

Non-Aggression and DefensAssistanceAgreement (ANAD)

¥Thereareonly four members- the groupwasestablishedy Yemen,SudanandEthiopiain October2002;
Somalia’s interim government joined in December 2004.

SouthernAfrican Customs Union (SACU)

¥ This organizationwas foundedin 1969. The initial 1969 agreemenithe CustomsUnion Agreement
betweenthe Governmentsof the Republic of SouthAfrica, the Republic of Botswana,the Kingdom of

Lesothoand the Kingdom of Swaziland)focusedentirely on economicmattersand did not include any
provisionsfor pacikc settlemenbr territorial integrity. A revised2002 agreemenaddedprovisionsfor the

settlementof disputesrelatedto the treaty itself (Article 15 calls for the disputantsto undertakedirect
consultationsand to report on the resultsof theseconsultationsbefore the next meetingof the Customs
Union Commission), although this does not cover disputes more generally

WestAfrican Economic and Monetary Union (UEMOA)

¥UEMOA is intendedto promoteeconomicintegrationamongthe memberstates. It wascreatedby the 10
Januaryl994 Dakar Treaty which cameinto effect on 1 August1994 afterall sevensignatorieshadratibed
it.

¥ GCC Charter. Article Four ("Objectives")focuseson generalcooperatiorand economicintegration,but
does not deal explicitly with political questions.

Article Ten ("Commissionfor Settlementof Disputes")addresseslisputesettlementbut doesnot
address political disputes, and instead only provides for settling dispute over the charter itself:

"1. The CooperationCouncil shall have a commissioncalled "The Commissionfor the Settlementof

An annexwith the "Rulesof Procedure®f the Commissionfor Settlemenbf Disputes"wassigned
and approvedon the sameday asthe full charter Article 3 (Jurisdiction)indicatesthat "The Commission
shall, once installed, have jurisdiction to considerthe following mattersreferredto it by the Supreme
Council: (a) Disputesbetweermemberstates(b) Differencesf opinionasto the interpretatioror execution
of the CooperatiorCouncilCharter* While this suggestshatthe Commissioncan be usedto settledisputes
betweenmembers,evenif this was not indicatedin the charteritself, there doesnot appearto be any
obligation to do so (which is what would be needed to qualify foOMF).

Russiajoinedin 2004to bring it to the necessarypve membersand Uzbekistanmade
plans to join in 2006 -- shortly before the CACO gest with EurAsEc.

The founding
Treaty of Izmir, evenafter 1990, 1992, and 1996 amendmentsstill doesnot containany obligationsfor

Kyrgyzstan.andTajikistanthatwentinto effectin May 2001onceall bve hadratibedit. Uzbekistanjoined
in 2006.

¥12000 Agreementon Foundationof EurasianEconomicCommunity (EAEC): No mentionof peaceful
disputesettlement. The closestprovisionis a single vaguephrasein the preamble”As a demonstratiorof

their commitmentto the principles of the Charterof the United Nations Organizationand also to the
generallyacceptedorinciplesanddisciplinesof internationallaw..." The objectivesandtasks,describedn

Article 2, are purely economic in nature.
